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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Universal Engineering Sciences, Inc. (UES) has completed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA)
in compliance with the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard E1527-13 for the
property located on 114 Roberston Mill Road in Milledgeville, Baldwin County, Georgia (the "subject
property"). The purpose of this assessment was to identify recognized environmental conditions in
association with the subject property as defined in ASTM E1527-13. The subject property evaluated for
this Phase | ESA consists of a portion of one parcel totaling approximately 1.7+ acres of vacant,
landscaped land. Furthermore, UES understands this Phase | ESA is being performed in association with
a potential acquisition of the subject property. Please refer to the Site Location Map presented in
Appendix A-1 and the Site Plan/2018 Aerial Photograph presented in Appendix A-2 for additional
information pertaining to the location of the subject property.

NOTE: Please carefully review this report in its entirety for a full description of our evaluation
procedures and findings.

Based on UES's field observations, historical research, public records review and interviews conducted in
accordance with ASTM format E1527-13, the findings of this Phase | ESA are as follows:

1. Aerial photographs, city directories, and property records were reviewed by UES to determine
the historical use of the subject property. The subject property and adjoining properties were
agricultural and wooded land as early as the 1940s. In 1980, the property appears as developed
with an asphalt parking lot. From 1993 until 2010 the subject property is shown as developed
with commercial retail structures. Currently and since 2017, the subject property is shown as
currently developed as vacant, landscaped land.

2. Past Agricultural Usage of the Property — Based on historical aerial photograph review, the
property was previously used as agricultural cropland from at least 1942 until at least 1980.
Agricultural farming is often associated with the application of pesticides, which may have
contained arsenic and lead, onto the crops to protect the plants from pests and disease. It has
been UES’s experience that the use of such pesticides may have impacted the soils and
groundwater in the area of the agricultural use. Based on the past usage of the property as
agricultural cropland for at least 40 years, in UES’s opinion, the historical property use is a
business environmental risk; no additional assessment is warranted at this time.

11 PURPOSE

Universal Engineering Sciences, Inc. (UES) has completed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA)
for the property located on 114 Roberston Mill Road in Milledgeville, Baldwin County, Georgia (the
"subject property"). The primary purpose of this assessment is to conduct an evaluation of the subject
property and surrounding properties to identify recognized environmental conditions (RECs), controlled
recognized environmental conditions (CRECs), historical recognized environmental conditions (HRECs),
de minimis conditions, vapor encroachment conditions (VECs), and business environmental risks (BERs)
associated with the past or present uses of the subject property and surrounding properties. ASTM
E1527-13 defines these conditions as follows:

e REC: the presence or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on
or at a property: (1) due to release to the environment; (2) under conditions indicative of a
release to the environment; (3) under conditions that pose a material threat of a future release
to the environment.

e CREC: a past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to
the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority. The hazardous substances or petroleum
products are allowed to remain in place and are subject to the implementation of required
controls.

e HREC: a past release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products that has occurred in
connection with the property and has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable
regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria established by a regulatory authority,
without subjecting the property to any required controls.

Methodology followed good commercial and customary practice with a goal to identify RECs that would
be subject to an enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate government agencies.

The contracted scope of services consists of the preparation of a Phase | ESA of the subject property in
accordance with the guidelines set forth in ASTM E1527-13. The accuracy, correctness and
completeness of this Phase | ESA is provided with knowledge of the Comprehensive Environmental
Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA) as set forth in 42 United States Code Section 9601
et seq., as amended.

The scope of services does not include an evaluation of asbestos containing building materials, lead
based paint, lead in drinking water, regulatory compliance, cultural and historical resources, industrial
hygiene, health and safety, ecological resources, indoor air quality, radon, vapor intrusion, site
geotechnics (soils, foundations, site retention, etc.), wetlands, endangered species, or construction
materials testing, unless specified in the approved contract between UES and the client. UES can
provide these additional services if necessary.

The findings of this report represent our professional judgment; UES offers or extends no warranty,
express or implied. These findings are relevant to the dates of our property inspection and the
information cited herein.

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1.4 DATA GAPS

ASTM E1527-13 defines a "Data Gap" as a lack of, or inability to, obtain information despite good faith
efforts that may affect the findings of the Phase | ESA. The Environmental Professional is to identify
"significant" Data Gaps found in the Phase | ESA process, while "insignificant" Data Gaps do not have to
be included in this evaluation. For both the ASTM Standard and the AAI Final Rule, the Environmental
Professional must identify what was done to address the Data Gap. The Environmental Professional
should provide an opinion regarding appropriate further investigations, if any, necessary to address Data
Gaps. A Phase | ESA which includes Data Gaps is still considered as compliant with the Standard and the
AAI Final Rule, as long as the Data Gaps are addressed as outlined above.

The following Data Gaps were encountered during completion of this Phase | ESA:

e The historical aerial photograph review was incomplete due to the lack of available photographs
in five year intervals. However, other data resources (historic city directories and fire insurance
maps) presented data for the time periods not covered by the historic aerial photographs.
Based on our review of historic data during this Phase | ESA, this Data Gap does not appear to be
significant to the findings of this assessment and do not constitute a data failure.

o No owner questionnaire for either parcel was returned by the time of publication of this Phase |
ESA report. Not interviewing the owners is considered a Data Gap. However based on available
historical aerial photographs, city directories, fire insurance maps, and government records, this
Data Gap does not appear to be significant to the findings of this assessment and does not
constitute a data failure. However, the User should obtain completed questionnaires from the
owners to be compliant with the ASTM Standard Practice E 1527-13 and be afforded CERCLA
protection for this assessment.

e The chain-of-title documentation or recorded land title records, environmental liens, and
activity and use limitations records were not provided to UES for review during this Phase | ESA.
However, the User should obtain these records to be compliant with the ASTM Standard
Practice E 1527-13 and be afforded CERCLA protection for this assessment. If the USER does not
obtain these records, this Data Gap could be considered significant to the findings of this
assessment and could constitute a data failure.

2.0 SITE DESCRIPTION

2.1 LOCATION AND LEGAL DESCRIPTION

The subject property consists of a portion of one tax parcel (ID No. M52 005A) containing approximately
1.7+ acres of vacant, landscaped land located on 114 Roberston Mill Road in Milledgeville, Baldwin
County, Georgia. The subject property is located within Zone 17 North, as referenced in the USGS
topographic quadrangle map titled “Browns Crossing, Georgia” provided in Appendix A-1. Please refer
to the Site Plan/2018 Aerial Photograph in Appendix A-2 and the property appraiser records in
Appendix C for additional details, including the subject property legal description.

2.2 PROPERTY AND VICINITY CHARACTERISTICS

At the time of our evaluation, the subject property consisted of a portion of one parcel containing
approximately 1.7+ acres of vacant, landscaped land. The subject property vicinity is characterized
primarily by commercial developments along Roberston Mill Road. Refer to the Site Location Map in
Appendix A-1 and to the 2018 Aerial Photograph/Site Plan in Appendix A-2 for additional details
pertaining to the subject and surrounding properties.

3.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION

UES was provided with a User Questionnaire completed for the subject property by Mr. Kirk Farrelly, a
designated representative for Capital Growth Buchalter, Inc.

The User did not contract UES to acquire a chain-of-title for the subject property, nor was one provided
to UES during this assessment. Chain-of-title records typically contain information regarding historical
site ownership. Therefore, UES did not review chain-of-title information during this assessment.

The User is not aware of any environmental liens or activity and use limitations on the subject property
that are filed or recorded under Federal, Tribal, State or local laws.

The User did not contract UES to acquire an Environmental Lien Search Report for the tax parcel
comprising the subject property.

The User is not aware of any information regarding specialized knowledge or experience that may
pertain to recognized environmental conditions in connection with the subject property.

Mr. Farrelly of Capital Growth Buchalter, Inc. stated that the purchase price for the subject property is
fair market value for a property of this nature and that he was unaware of any reductions in price
related to environmental issues.

3.5 OWNER, PROPERTY MANAGER, AND OCCUPANT INFORMATION

According to the Baldwin County Property Appraiser records, the current owner of the subject property
is Halpern Properties LLC. The subject property currently consists of a portion of one parcel containing
approximately 1.7+ acres of vacant, landscaped land.

3.6 REASON FOR PERFORMING PHASE | ESA

Mr. Farrelly of Capital Growth Buchalter, Inc. stated the subject property is being considered for
purchase by Capital Growth Buchalter, Inc. The User is conducting the Phase | ESA as part of their due
diligence in the potential acquisition of the subject property.
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3.7 CoMMONLY KNOWN OR REASONABLY ASCERTAINABLE INFORMATION ABOUT THE PROPERTY

The User is not aware of any information regarding any specific chemicals that are present or were once
present at the subject property, spills or other chemical releases that have taken place at the subject, or
any environmental cleanups that have taken place at the subject property.

3.8 ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

No additional information was reviewed by UES as a part of this Phase | ESA.

4.0 RECORDS REVIEW

The purpose of the records review is to obtain and review records that will help identify recognized
environmental conditions in connection with the subject property. Accuracy and completeness of
record information varies among information sources, including governmental sources. Record
information is often inaccurate or incomplete. Standard sources that are reasonably ascertainable were
reviewed by UES for this Phase | ESA.

4.1 STANDARD ENVIRONMENTAL RECORD SOURCES

As a part of this assessment, we reviewed information sources to obtain existing information pertaining
to a release of hazardous substances or petroleum products on or near the subject property. UES
obtained a ASTM regulatory database report from Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR), which is
provided in Appendix D. UES also reviewed other available standard environmental record sources at
the Georgia Department of Environmental Protection (GA EPD), as needed.

Table 2 lists the approximate minimum search distances used during this assessment in review of the
regulatory database, as set forth in ASTM E1527-13.

4.1.1  FEDERAL, STATE AND COUNTY RECORDS REVIEW

According to information provided by EDR, the subject property is not listed on the Federal, State or
county databases. A summary of information regarding the facilities located within 1,000 feet of the
subject property is provided in Table 3. In UES’s opinion, the other facilities are not considered to
present recognized environmental conditions in connection with the subject property based on their
distance from the subject property, lack of documented contamination, or current regulatory status.

In addition to reviewing the regulatory database report, UES performed reconnaissance of the subject
property vicinity to identify any sites not mapped by EDR due to inadequate or inaccurate address
information and to look for unregistered facilities. No petroleum storage facilities or facilities suspected
to use or generate hazardous materials were observed in the near vicinity of the subject property during
field reconnaissance performed by UES.

UES notes that additional facilities not discussed in Table 3 are listed in the EDR report. UES confirmed
that these facilities are not located within the ASTM search distances; and therefore, regulatory records
were not reviewed.

4.2 ADDITIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL RECORDS

Please refer to Appendix E for copies of environmental reports and documents that have been
summarized in Sections 4.1.1 and 4.2 of this report.

4.3 PHYSICAL SETTING SOURCES

The "Browns Crossing, Georgia" USGS topographic quadrangle map, Baldwin County Soil Survey, and
regulatory files available regarding properties of environmental concern in the subject property vicinity
were reviewed as sources for obtaining information regarding the physical setting of the subject
property and surrounding vicinity.

Based on our site reconnaissance, review of USGS maps, aerial photographs, location of the subject
property, and the present environmental related conditions of adjacent and nearby properties, the
potential for migration of petroleum product or hazardous waste contamination from off-site sources
appears low.

4.3.1 TOPOGRAPHY

The USGS topographic quadrangle map titled “Browns Crossing, Georgia” was referenced as a source for
obtaining information regarding the physical setting of the subject property and surrounding vicinity.
The subject property is located at an elevation of approximately 408+ feet above sea level. A copy of the
USGS Quadrangle Map is provided as Appendix A-1 (Site Location Map).

4.3.2  SOILS/GEOLOGY

Baldwin County is located in the Piedmont Physiographic Province of Georgia, an area underlain by
ancient igneous and metamorphic rocks. The residual soils in the Piedmont are the result of the
chemical and physical weathering of the underlying parent rock. The weathering profile usually results in
fine-grained clayey silts and silty clays near the surface, where weathering is more advanced. With
depth, sandy silts and silty sands are found, often containing mica. Below the residual soils, partially
weathered rock is often found as a transition above relatively unweathered rock. In local practice,
partially weathered rock is arbitrarily defined as residual soils with Standard Penetration Resistances in
excess of 100 blows per foot (50 blows per 6 inches), and which can be penetrated by a power auger.
The upper surface of bedrock is generally very erratic and the depth at which bedrock is encountered
can vary greatly. Typically, bedrock is encountered at shallow to moderate depths. This typical profile
can be altered by the process of erosion and deposition and recent development.

According to the United States Department of Agriculture, Soil Conservation Service, Baldwin County
Soil Survey, the majority of surficial soils in the vicinity of the subject property are classified as Iredell
sandy loam.

4.3.3 HYDROGEOLOGY

Based upon findings review of historical topography maps of the subject property, the direction of
shallow groundwater flow is likely to the east and southeast in the vicinity of the subject property.

It must be noted that groundwater flow direction can be influenced by factors, such as surface
topography, underground structures, tidal influences, seasonal fluctuations, soil and bedrock geology,
and production wells, which were not considered in this interpretation. Therefore, actual groundwater
flow direction can only be determined conclusively by using groundwater wells and collection of depth-
to-water and surface elevation measurements.

4.3.4 VAPOR MIGRATION

Vapor migration refers to the movement of hazardous substances or petroleum products vapor in the
subsurface. A vapor encroachment condition is defined as the presence of likely presence of chemicals
of concern (COC) vapors in the subsurface of the subject property caused by the release of vapors from
contaminated soil or groundwater or both either on or near the subject property.

UES conducted a Tier 1 Vapor Encroachment Screening (VES) for the subject property in accordance with

ASTM E 2600-10. The Tier 1 screening process utilizes the information collected as part of this Phase |
ESA. The Area of Concern for the purpose of this VES is 1/3 mile (1,760 feet) for solvent COC and 1/10
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Federal, Tribal and State-listed facilities surrounding the subject property are presented in Table 4.

Based on our regulatory records review detailed in Section 5.0, one facility, Rheem Manufacturing, with
documented contamination is located within the Area of Concern.

UES performed a non-invasive Tier 2 Screening to further evaluate the potential vapor encroachment
condition presented by the Rheem Manufacturing. The non-invasive screening consists of data
collection regarding the contamination for determination of the critical distance and performance of a
plume test. The critical distance is defined as the lineal distance in any direction between the nearest
edge of the contaminated plume and the nearest boundary of the subject property, and is equal to 100
feet for COC and 30 feet for petroleum hydrocarbon COC. It is an estimation of the lineal distance
volatilized COC vapors might migrate in the vadose zone to the subject property.

According to a Release Notification Form from March 1994, TCE in groundwater was detected in three of
the monitoring wells present along the northwestern portion of the facility. Based on the distance of the
contaminated plume to the subject property being approximately 650+ feet and the cross-gradient
topographic location, the TCE-impacted groundwater does not presents a potential VEC to the subject
property at this time.
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4.4 Historical Use Information on the Property and Surrounding Area

UES reviewed aerial photographs, city directories and property records to determine the historical use
of the subject property. The subject property and adjoining properties were agricultural and wooded
land as early as the 1940s. In 1980, the property appears as developed with an asphalt parking lot. From
1993 until 2010 the subject property is shown as developed with commercial retail structures. Currently
and since 2017, the subject property is shown as currently developed as vacant, landscaped land.

4.4.1 AERIAL PHOTOGRAPH REVIEW

In order to evaluate the previous land uses of the subject property and surrounding area, a series of
aerial photographs was reviewed. The aerial photographs provide a progressive overview of the subject
property and adjoining properties between 1942 and 2018. UES reviewed aerial photographs available
from the Baldwin County Property Appraiser and Google Earth. The Site Plan/2018 Aerial Photograph is
available for review in Appendix A-2. Descriptions of UES observations are outlined in Table 5. Copies of
the aerial photographs reviewed are presented in Appendix F.

4.4.2 PROPERTY OWNERSHIP RECORDS

According to the Baldwin County Property Appraiser reports, the current owner of the subject property
is Halpern Properties LLC.

The User did not contract UES to acquire a chain-of-title report for the subject property, which typically
contains information regarding historical site ownership.

4.4.3  FIRE INSURANCE MAP REVIEW

EDR conducted a review of Sanborn® fire insurance maps based on information pertaining to the
Property location provided by Universal. According to EDR, Sanborn® Map coverage for the subject
property and surrounding area is not available from this source. The EDR No Coverage letter is
presented in Appendix G.

4.4.4 CitY DIRECTORY REVIEW

Historical street directories which list the former businesses and residences at the street addresses of
the subject property and the adjoining properties were reviewed using the EDR- City Directory Abstract.
Descriptions of UES observations are outlined in Table 6. Copies of the city directories reviewed are
presented in Appendix H.

According to the Baldwin County Property Appraiser records, the property class code for the subject
property is C3- Commercial.

4.4.6  OTHER HISTORICAL SOURCES

No other historical sources were reviewed in preparation of this Phase | ESA.
5.0 INFORMATION FROM SITE RECONNAISSANCE

On February 20, 2019, a site reconnaissance of the subject property was completed by Ms. Alejandra
Bono of UES. The purpose was to evaluate the current conditions of the subject property and to obtain
information indicating the likelihood of identifying recognized environmental conditions in connection
with the subject property.

5.1 METHODOLOGY

The reconnaissance included walking the accessible portions of the subject property and the site
perimeter; the property appeared to consist of a portion of one parcel containing approximately 1.7+
acres of vacant, landscaped land. This visual observation of the subject property focused primarily on its
surface features. Property use and significant features are indicated on the 2018 Aerial Photograph/Site
Plan contained in Appendix A-2. Representative site photographs are included in Appendix I.

5.2 GENERAL SITE SETTING

The general site setting is characterized by primarily by commercial developments along Roberston Mill
Road. The subject property consists of a portion of one parcel containing approximately 1.7+ acres of
vacant, landscaped land.

5.3 SITE OBSERVATIONS

Site features observed, encountered, or suspected during our site visit are summarized in Table 7 and
discussed in the following sections.

5.3.1 LIMITING CONDITIONS

Limiting conditions were not encountered during the site reconnaissance.
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5.3.2 FLOOR DRAINS

No floor drains were observed by UES during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.3 BUILDINGS

At the time of the site reconnaissance the subject property consisted of a portion of one parcel
containing approximately 1.7+ acres of vacant, landscaped land.

5.3.4 HEATING AND COOLING SOURCES

At the time of the site reconnaissance the subject property consisted of vacant, landscaped land; no
heating or cooling sources were present.

5.3.5 DRINKING WATER SOURCE

The City of Milledgeville provides potable water services to the subject property.

5.3.6  WASTEWATER DISCHARGE SOURCE

The City of Milledgeville provides sanitary sewer services to the subject property.

5.3.7 CURRENT TENANT OPERATIONS

At the time of the site reconnaissance the subject property consisted of a portion of one parcel
containing approximately 1.7+ acres of vacant, landscaped land.

5.3.8 PAST TENANT OPERATIONS

From 1993 until 2010 the subject property is shown as developed with commercial retail structures.

5.3.9 POLYCHLORINATED BIPHENYLS

UES did not observe evidence of PCBs on the subject property during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.10 HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES AND PETROLEUM PRODUCTS

No hazardous substances or petroleum products were observed by UES during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.11 STORAGE TANKS

No storage tanks (UST or AST) were observed by UES during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.12 ODORS

No unusual odors were noted by UES during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.13 PooLs OF LiQuiDs

Several areas containing rain water puddles were observed throughout the subject property.

5.3.14 DRUMS AND CONTAINERS

No drums or containers were observed by UES during the site reconnaissance.
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5.3.15 UNIDENTIFIED SUBSTANCE CONTAINERS

No unidentified substance containers were observed by UES during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.16 STAINS OR CORROSION ON FLOORS, WALLS OR CEILINGS

At the time of the site reconnaissance the subject property consisted of vacant, landscaped land.

5.3.17 SumPS

UES did not observe the presence of any sumps at the subject property during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.18 PITS, PONDS OR LAGOONS

UES did not observe pit, ponds or lagoons at the subject property during the site reconnaissance. A small
creek was observed on the southern adjoining property.

5.3.19 STAINED SOIL OR PAVEMENT

UES did not observe stained soil or pavement at the subject property during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.20 STRESSED VEGETATION

UES did not observe stressed vegetation at the subject property during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.21 WELLS

UES did not observe wells on the subject property during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.22 ADJACENT AND NEARBY PROPERTIES

The subject property is bordered by Roberston Mill Road followed by the Milledgeville Mall on the
northern adjoining property, a creek and wooded land on the southern adjoining property, an access
road followed by Applebee’s Restaurant on the eastern adjoining property, and a Sherwin Williams store
on the western adjoining property.

5.3.23 SoLID WASTE, CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS AND/OR IMPORTED SOIL STOCKPILES

UES did not observe evidence of significant solid waste, construction debris or imported soil stockpiles
at the subject property during the site reconnaissance.

5.3.24 ADDITIONAL NOTABLE SITE FEATURES

No additional notable site features were identified during this assessment.

6.0 INTERVIEWS

6.1 INTERVIEW WITH OWNER

UES was not provided with an owner questionnaire.

UES was unable to locate or interview any previous owners of the subject property. It is UES’ opinion
that this data failure does not appear to be a significant one that would warrant further investigation.
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6.2 INTERVIEW WITH SITE MANAGER

At the time of the site reconnaissance, the subject property consisted of a vacant, developed land.

6.3 INTERVIEWS WITH OCCUPANTS

At the time of the site reconnaissance, the subject property consisted of a vacant, undeveloped land.

6.4 INTERVIEWS WITH LOCAL GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS

UES attempted to contact the Baldwin County Fire Department, Baldwin County Health Department,
and the Baldwin Building Department for information regarding the subject property. No response was
received by the time of report completion from these government agencies.

6.5 INTERVIEW WITH USER

UES was provided with a User Questionnaire completed for the subject property by Capital Growth
Buchalter, Inc. Refer to Section 3.0 for interview information. Interview documentation is included in
Appendix J.

6.6 INTERVIEW WITH OTHERS

No other interviews were conducted in preparation of this Phase | ESA.

7.0 FINDINGS AND OPINIONS

Based on UES’ field observations, historical research, public records review and interviews conducted in
accordance with ASTM format E1527-13, the findings and opinions of this Phase | ESA are as follows:

1. Aerial photographs, city directories, and property records were reviewed by UES to determine
the historical use of the subject property. The subject property and adjoining properties were
agricultural and wooded land as early as the 1940s. In 1980, the property appears as developed
with an asphalt parking lot. From 1993 until 2010 the subject property is shown as developed
with commercial retail structures. Currently and since 2017, the subject property is shown as
currently developed as vacant, landscaped land.

2. Past Agricultural Usage of the Property — Based on historical aerial photograph review, the
property was previously used as agricultural cropland from at least 1942 until at least 1980.
Agricultural farming is often associated with the application of pesticides, which may have
contained arsenic and lead, onto the crops to protect the plants from pests and disease. It has
been UES’s experience that the use of such pesticides may have impacted the soils and
groundwater in the area of the agricultural use. Based on the past usage of the property as
agricultural cropland for at least 40 years, in UES’s opinion, the historical property use is a
business environmental risk; no additional assessment is warranted at this time.
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8.0 CONCLUSIONS

We have performed a Phase | ESA in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Practice
E1527-13 of the property located on 114 Roberston Mill Road in Milledgeville, Baldwin County, Georgia.
Any exceptions to or deletions from this practice are described in Sections 1.2, 1.3, and 1.4 of this
report.

This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with
the subject property. Additional assessment is not warranted at this time.

The User of this report is required to ensure that continuing obligations are followed after purchase or
acquisition of the subject property. Any land use restrictions in effect at the subject property must be
maintained. The User should ensure that all parties at the subject property are following best
management practices and taking “reasonable steps” with respect to preventing and limiting exposure
to any hazardous substance releases on the subject property. In the event of a future release on the
subject property, the property owner or responsible party should report it to the appropriate regulatory
agency. Full cooperation must be provided to any parties authorized to conduct assessments or
responses to the site.

Please note that an environmental liens or activity and use limitations search was not performed for the
subject property. In accordance with ASTM E1527-13, it is the responsibility of the User of this report to
confirm that there are no environmental liens or activity and use limitations filed for the subject
property. In the event that any are identified, please contact UES immediately for further evaluation.

The expense of termination or suspension shall include all direct costs of UES in completing such
analyses, records and reports.
